WATER PURITY IN RIETVLEI  DAM
A report from our joint PSC/CCC Environmental Chairman Dwayne Duncom

Rietvlei Dam Environmental Committee

Water Quality

Several reports, studies and news paper articles have been published recently questioning the quality of the Rietvlei dam’s water. The environmental committee for the PSC / CCC we have taken these statement, concerns and even allegations seriously. We have looked at the news paper reports, studies and documentation, but more importantly the research study from the Water Research Council (WRC), Report number: 1505/1/07 “Endocrine Disruptive Activity and the Potential Health Risk in an Urban Nature Reserve”. 

The objective of this study was to determine whether high levels of EDC’s exist in the general environment to exert adverse health effects on aquatic or terrestrial animals or humans in and around the Urban Nature Reserve. Endocrine Disrupting Chemicals (EDC) are chemicals that interfere with the structure or function of hormone-receptor complexes. The endocrine system regulates the development, growth, reproduction and behaviour of humans and wildlife. EDC’s are not limited to a few chemicals, but rather span a wide rang of agricultural, industrial and residential chemicals. Levels of EDC chemicals were found in the Rietvlei Dam and high levels of the EDC’s were found in animal tissue and other associated findings. 
Our concern as the Environmental Committee is for our members who make use of the dam on a regular basis. What is safe and what isn’t safe? We have decided to draft a Do’s and Don’t list to assist our members. Please note that these guidelines are based on what we know at the moment. 

Do’s

1. Take a shower after any canoeing / sailing 

2. Wash your clothes and sailing / canoeing equipment

Don’t

1. Swim

2. Drink the water

What effect does the water have on me? 

Getting wet, the occasional swim and general contact with the water and algae will have a drying effect on the skin and may cause skin irritation. The skin irritation is mainly due to the algae in the dam. According to the WRC, water from the dam, would be tainted with chemicals, it has a negligible effect. However the effect will increase if you were to regularly drink the water.  

The Water Research Council has assured us that if the quality of the water could have detrimental health effects they would be the first person to notify us. It must also be noted that this is not just a Rietvlei Dam problem, but rather a country and even world wide problem. The quality of the water in our river, dams and water resources is questionable. 

One of the critical factors is the water flow. The level of chemicals in the water and the water flow are very closely related. The higher the water flow the lower the chemical concentrations.
